Now the woodcutter can’t just alternate between cutting wood and sharpening the saw indefinitely.
Downtime is needed too, but it isn’t the same as sharpening the saw. The woodcutter can become even more
productive by sharpening the blade, studying new woodcutting techniques, working out to become stronger,
and learning from other woodcutters.

Forgetting to intentionally sharpen the saw can lead to a feeling of burnout. If you merely alternate between
productive work and downtime, your production capacity will drop off. You’re still working hard, but you don’t
feel as productive as you think you should be. When you sharpen yourself regularly, you’ll find that you can
flow along at a steady pace week after week without getting burnt out.

| am believer that “Sharpening the Saw” must be personalized in order for it to be an effective tool in maintaining
health. So, ten years ago | developed a method (or tool) that has worked for me. | call it my day “P.A.C.K.” Thisis an
acronym reminding me of the key components or values | have identified for myself in maintaining a healthy balance
of “wholeness” in my life:

Praying

Attending to God’s Word

Connecting myself to God’s Creation

Keeping my Body Sanctified for the Holy Spirit

At the end of any given day, | can review my P.A.C.K. and ask myself, “How well did | do in keeping these activities a
part of this day’s experience?” But the purpose of my P.A.C.K. is not to beat myself up with guilt when I've fallen
short...I simply challenge myself to shoot for one act or expression in each of the four areas. When I’'ve accomplished
this, | can celebrate it in praise to God. When I've missed the mark, | challenge myself to work toward it the next day
or so (time permitting). When I've gone an extended period of time neglecting one or more items in my P.A.C.K,,
interestingly, | can feel it. | feel tired, anxious, pessimistic, or indifferent. In contrast, when | am able to maintain
consistent attention to all the items in my P.A.C.K. for an extended period of time, | actually feel energized, relaxed,
optimistic, and interested. Of course, we all realize there are other factors that affect health, some of which we have
no control over. However, having a method or tool in place for maintaining health and wholeness can certainly be
beneficial in helping us cope through times of ill health or when things occur that are out of our ability to control.

Next month I'd like to share some thoughts that have been helpful for me in the area of Physical Well-being. Between
now and then, think about some ways you could “Sharpen your Saw” over the summer months.
