“A Theological Reflection for a Hot Summer Day” 
By Pastor David 

 
I was 8 years old. I didn't mind swimming lessons. I liked being in water. I liked the 
feeling coming out of the water, especially in lakes. There would always be this 
fresh burst of energy, chilled but invigorating as the warm sun dried the water on 
my summer-tanned skin. Learning to swim helped me reach my goal...I could 
swim out to the raft in the deep section in the water-filled quarry at Menominee 
Park, just like my brothers did. Then I could sit out on the raft and sun myself, 
basking in pleasure of being a bigger kid now, like the rest of them. This was a 
right of passage for me. Learning to swim would help me reach my goal, to be that 
bigger kid that I so wanted to be. 
 
I didn't mind swimming lessons. But there was only one thing I wasn't quite ready 
for: diving.  Swimming lessons were at Pewaukee Lake that year. It was cheaper 
than the “Y” (YMCA). It's one thing to learn how to dive in a pool...you can at least 
see the bottom. It's much different to learn how to dive when you're in a lake. In 
Pewaukee Lake, you don't know what you may be diving into. My favorite horror 
flick at the time was “Creature from the Black Lagoon.” This might give you a 
grasp of what was running through my imagination when the instructor called my 
name, “David, it's your turn to dive.” 
 
“Yeah, sure.”

At eight years old, I was an amateur strategist—always thinking ahead. I had to figure a way out—my life depended 

on it. There was no way I was going to take the dive. Not in this water. Besides, the pier was too high off the water. 

If I I took the plunge, I may never come back up!  I had to think fast. And I did. I took the position. I put my hands 

over my head and squatted down to simulate the dive posture. Then, as soon as the instructor gave the “Okay, go 

ahead” I did the inevitable. I did the quick switch, straightened my body out and jumped in—feet first!  Then I 

started swimming as fast as I could to shore! 

I could hardly believe what happened next! My instructor was chasing after me. Apparently she felt duped, and she 

was going to make me get up on that pier again and dive if it was the last thing she was going to do! “David, think 

fast again!” 

Thank God for speed. I reached the shore first, scrambled out of the water, and sprinted to the Port-a-Potty twenty 

yards away. I flung the door opened, slammed it shut, and locked myself in. Mission accomplished! There was a half 

hour left of swimming lessons. In here I could be safe, as long as I was willing to wait it out. And I did. Thank God for 

Port-a-Potties! 

As much as I can recall that day with healthy humor, I can also recall the emotionsgoing through me that day: 

fear...disappointment...guilt. As much as I loved to be covered by water and to be in water, the water this day was 

different. No longer did I feel confident. No longer was it pleasurable. I didn't feel safe anymore. I wondered and 

worried about what lied beneath—that's what motivated me to do what I did. I had to find a place to make me feel 

safe again. It was not until I heard the voice of my mother outside the Port-a-Potty saying my name that I knew I 

could come out...I knew I would be safe. I knew that things were going to be “okay.” 

The baptism of Jesus took place in water. Water was one of the four creative forces of nature in their thinking 

(Earth, Wind, Fire, Water). Over water, the Divine first met his creation. Genesis 1:2 sculpts this vision for us, “the 

earth was a formless void anddarkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God (the Spirit of God) 

swept over the face of the waters.” Now, on the banks of the Jordan river, the divine was going to meet his creation 

once again. But this time, something was different. 

The listener of this Gospel knows that from the moment when Jesus was held beneath the water by John that his 

life was no longer going to be the same. The Creator was now going to be made subject to his creation (for a little 

while). The waters surrounding creation that once gave the Divine pleasure as the words “It is very good” were 

uttered, were now going to be waters in tumult. The Divine in the ministry of Jesus was going to be subject to the 

waves, the wind, the storms...He was going to be submerged in hurt and disappointment. He was going to be 

falsely accused. He was going to be ridiculed and misunderstood. His reputation was going to be damaged by the 

winds of gossip encircling him. And we know the worst of it. The Divine was going to face the ultimate subjection: 

crucifixion on the wood of a tree...The tree which became the Divine's first “symbol of life” was going to be an easel 

displaying his death for all to see.  Some may have wondered if God even had a handle on his creation anymore. 

When the flood waters come, sometimes we wonder if God himself has been swept away.

But then something remarkable happened.  John lifted Jesus out of the water.  The heavens opened, then Spirit and 

water met again...just like in the beginning.  But this time Jesus was in between them.  There was a voice.  It spoke to 

Jesus, but for everyone to hear.  “This is my son, the beloved.  With him I am well pleased.”  It's like creation 

happening all over again...as Jesus is lifted from the water we hear the voice of the Divine. They are words like a 

father, words like a mother, to comfort.  Those listening can feel safe.  They can come out.  “Everything is 

good...everything is very good.” And like the warm sun drying the water on summer-tanned skin...they can feel safe 

again.  The voice of God is telling who Jesus is.  It's a voice that says to us “Everything is going to be okay”.  God's 

spirit is still present...even over tumultuous waters. 

 

Chester Cooper had Lou Gehrig's disease. He was dying. It was a gradual submersion of paralysis that was gradually 

taking Chester's life from him.  He was confined on his back in bed, unable to lift his hands or legs, and he spoke 

from a digital sound mechanism placed over a surgically made hole in his throat.  Chester had one last wish.  He 

wanted to be baptized. 

I couldn't do baptisms...I was a vicar still in training.  But I called Pastor Doug who was supervising me.  He came to 

the nursing home.  Cupping the water with his hand (maybe from one of those pink basins) he placed three trickles 

of water on Chester's head, “I baptize you in the name of the Father...and of the Son...and of the Holy Spirit”. 

Dabbing Chester's head with one of those white hospital lap towels, almost immediately I could sense peace come  

over Chester as the water basin was lifted away. 

The heavens opened, and Spirit and water met again...just like in the beginning.  This time Chester was in-between 

them.  I imagined a voice.  It was a voice spoken to Chester, but for all to hear: “This is my son, the beloved. With 

him I am well pleased.” They were words like a father, words like a mother to comfort him.  It was as if creation 

happened all over again.  “Everything is good...everything is very good”.  And like the warm sun drying the water on 

summer-tanned skin...Chester felt safe.  It was as if the voice of God was showing him who Jesus is and, at the same 

time, saying “Everything is going to be okay”.  Chester Cooper was a new creation! 

 

 

Today the Spirit and water meet again.  This time we are in between.  God is recreating us.  But it's not just today. 

Living in our baptism means everyday the Spirit and the water  meet to recreate us.  Everyday we are in-between the 

water and the recreating power of God's Spirit.  Everyday God is recreating us in his love, in his grace.  As Jesus was 

lifted from the waters to hear the voice of God, we are lifted to hear the voice of God telling us who Jesus is.  He's 

the one who recreates us in God's Divine love and mercy. 

There are days when I still look at the water that I'm about to dive into not knowing what lies underneath.  Some 

days looks so murky, I wonder if I'm going to come back up!  I suspect you have those days too.  Today might be one 

of those days.  You might be having one of those days (whether it be health issues, relationship struggles, work 

stressors, financial junk) where you would rather quickly jump in, swim to shore, and lock yourself in a Port-a-Potty 

hoping it all goes away! You are not alone, Jesus had those days too.

In the moments when you may have tears...let the Spirit meet the water of those tears...place yourself in-between 

and hear the Word of God comforting you...reminding you that in Jesus, God is meeting you in your sadness, 

recreating you in his love. 

In the days or nights when the perspiration of anxiety submerges you with worry...let the Spirit meet the water of 

that perspiration...place yourself in-between and hear the Word of God reassuring you...reminding you that in Jesus, 

God is meeting you in your worries, recreating you in his grace. 

In the times when the flood waters of fear or doubt , or even guilt, seem crashing in around you...let the Spirit meet 

you right there...Let him remind you who Jesus is in your life...Let him speak words like a father, words like a mother 

to comfort you. You can feel safe.  You can come out.  “Everything is good...everything is still very good”.  And like the 

warm sun drying the water on summer-tanned skin...you can feel safe. “Everything is going to be okay”. 

Next time you are near water (no matter what kind of water it might be) dab your finger in that water.  Make the sign 

of the cross on your forehead.  Place yourself, again, in-between the water and God’s recreating power for your life.  

Remind yourself that you are a child of God in his mercy, love and grace.
